Details will be requested
of the records and documents that persons wish to inspect.

During this period local government electors for the area of Exeter City Council (or any representative of
such and elector) may also exercise their rights under Sections 26 and 27 of the Act to question the auditor
about or make objections to the accounts for the year ended 31 March 2023.

The Council’s auditor is Julie Masci, for and on behalf of Grant Thornton UK LLP, 2 Glass Wharf, Bristol,
BS2 OEL. During the inspection period, local electors have the following rights under the 2014 Act:

e To be given the opportunity to question the auditor about the accounting records (section 26 of the
2014 Act)

e To make an objection to the auditor which concerns a matter in respect of which the auditor could
make a public interest report or could apply for a declaration that an item of account is unlawful
(section 27 of the 2014 Act)

made to be sent to the auditor and copied to the Council, at the address shown below:
