	“Disabled Badge Holder”
	a person holding a disabled person’s badge issued pursuant to section 21 of the Chronically Sick and Disabled Persons Act 1970;

	“Dwelling”
	a building or part of a building on the Site designed for residential occupation (other than the part intended for occupation by the warden(s) required to be present on the Site);

	“Management Scheme”
	means the scheme to manage the Development as described in the Schedule;

	“Student”
	has the meaning given to it in paragraph 1.1 of the Schedule;


Schedule

Obligations to the Council – Student Accommodation

1.
Occupation

1.1
In this Schedule, “Student” means a person enrolled on a course of  study, where:-

1.1.1
successful completion of the course would result in an award to that individual of a qualification included in the National Qualifications Framework or the Framework for Higher Education Qualifications; and 

1.1.2
if the individual is in paid employment, either:-



1.1.2.1
he or she is employed as a trainee, and the award of that qualification (with or without a qualifying period of employment) would result in the 
individual becoming a qualified person in relation to that employment; or



1.1.2.2
the purpose of the employment is to provide financial support for the individual during his or her studies, and the hours for which the student is employed do not (except outside academic terms) exceed the hours engaged on the course.

1.2
The Dwellings comprised in the Development shall not be occupied other than by Students [except that the Dwellings may be let to persons other than Students for periods not exceeding 2 weeks in any one year period during the months of July and August each year].

[Note: 1.3 to 1.7 are only required where the accommodation is  capable of occupation as conventional dwellings, and it is necessary to ensure that it is restricted to student accommodation.]

1.3
No individual Dwelling within the Development shall be occupied or disposed of other than by a weekly or monthly periodic tenancy, or by a tenancy for a fixed term not exceeding one year.

1.4
No part of any building on the Site shall be disposed of separately from the rest of the same building, whether by transfer of the freehold or the grant of a lease (other than by a tenancy satisfying paragraph 1.3 of this Schedule).

1.5
The Developer (including its successors in title to any part of the Site containing Dwellings) shall provide to the City Council at least annually written returns, detailing the ownership of all parts of the Site, and the occupation of all Dwellings within it. Information as to the occupation of a Dwelling shall include confirmation that the occupier is a Student, and contain brief details as to how that person satisfies the definition of “Student” in clause 1.1 by reference to the course and institution attended, and giving details of the nature of the person’s employment where he or she is employed as a trainee in accordance with paragraph 1.1.2.1.

1.6
The City Council may at any time serve notice on the owner of any part of the Site or the occupier of any Dwelling within it, requiring that person to provide information as to the ownership and occupation of the Dwelling or Dwellings concerned, and to produce any evidence reasonably required to satisfy the City Council that paragraphs 1.2 to 1.4 of this Schedule are being complied with.

1.7
Any request for information served under paragraph 1.6 shall be deemed to be made under the provisions of Section 330 of the 1990 Act and the provisions of that section shall apply to any refusal to provide information so required or false statements made in reply thereto.

2.
Management Scheme

2.1
The Development shall not be occupied until the City Council has approved details of a Management Scheme submitted by the Developer (such approval not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed). 

2.2
Immediately upon occupation of the Development, the Developer shall implement the Management Scheme and all transfers, leases or tenancy agreements of the Site or any part of it shall require the transferee, lessee or tenant (as the case may be) to comply with the requirements of the Management Scheme at all times.

2.3
The Developer and the City Council may from time to time agree amendments to the Management Scheme, and references in this Agreement to the Management Scheme shall mean the Management Scheme as so amended from time to time.

[2.4
The Development shall be managed by the freeholder for the time being of the Development, or by Managing Agents appointed by it, who shall be responsible for day to day enforcement of the Management Scheme, and who shall act promptly to remedy the cause of all justified complaints. Details of the freeholder or Managing Agents shall be displayed on the Site so as to be visible to the public, which details shall include a telephone number which will be responded to during normal office hours.]

[Alternative where warden is employed]

 [2.4
The Development shall be managed by the freeholder for the time being of the Development, or by Managing Agents appointed by it, who shall employ a warden who shall be present on the Site at most times of the day and night and who shall be responsible for day to day enforcement of the Management Scheme.  The warden shall act promptly to remedy the cause of all justified complaints, and the freeholder or Managing Agents (if appointed) shall provide all necessary assistance to the warden in this regard. Details of the freeholder or Managing Agents shall be displayed on the Site so as to be visible to the public, which details shall include a telephone number which will be responded to during normal office hours.]

3.
Car use

The Management Agreement shall:-

3.1
restrict the use of all car parking spaces within the Site to use by Disabled Badge Holders; 

3.2
restrict other vehicle movements on the Site to delivery and  service vehicles, and to vehicles loading and unloading; 

3.3
include arrangements to minimise congestion occurring at the beginning and end of each academic term;

3.4
prohibit residents of the Development (other than Disabled Badge Holders) from keeping a motor vehicle within the Site; 

3.5
provide that occupiers of the Development shall not be entitled to parking permits in relation to any residents’ parking scheme from time to time in force in the area including the Site; and

3.6
include provisions for monitoring and enforcing such restrictions.
