Driver Knowledge Test
Applicants will need to pass a computerised knowledge test before being issued a driver’s licence. The fee of £50.00 will be payable when you submit your application form and you can then book the test when you are ready.  Please contact us on 01392 265702 or email licensing.team@exeter.gov.uk to book your test.  
The test will be held at the Civic Centre, Paris Street, Exeter, EX1 1RQ.  On the date of your test please come to reception and a member of the licensing team will come and meet you.   

All candidates must bring photographic proof of identification and their National Insurance Number on the day of the test. Candidates who do not bring photographic identification (passport or driving licence) will not be able to sit the examination. Candidates will have the opportunity to return at a later date to sit the exam. If you have any queries on this please contact us before the course commences. 

The computer test will consist of 52 multiple choice questions split into 5 categories:

1. Places



16 questions – 13 correct to pass

2. Journeys


20 questions – 17 correct to pass

3. Road Signs


5 questions – 4 correct to pass

4. Numeracy


5 questions – 3 correct to pass

5. Highway Code


6 questions - 4 correct to pass

Each question will have one correct answer and three incorrect answers. You will need to pass each section to pass the Knowledge Test.  At the end of the test you will have a Pass or Fail certificate printed for your records. We do not issue revision lists for candidates but suggest that you will need to refresh your knowledge of all the sections to be able to pass.
If you fail the test you will need to wait until the next scheduled session before re-sitting. You can book a place by contacting the Licensing Team.
