Permissions granted to the Contractor:

The Contractor is permitted to use the office and facilities as shown above solely for the better performance of their duties in undertaking the work contained within the specifications of this contract.

No other rights of occupation and/or access are implied or given.

The right to utilise these facilities will expire on the same date and time as the contract or earlier if determined by the SO and written confirmation of this is provided to the Contractor with 48 hours notice.

Should the SO exercise this right they will consult with the Contractor and make every effort to provide alternative access to the council’s data base to ensure that the Contractor is able to perform their duties as required by the specification.

The Contractor’s obligations:

The Contractor and its staff shall be required to co-operate and work together with all other staff at the depot.  This includes but is not exclusive to:

Health and Safety considerations

Keeping the depot tidy and presentable and fit for purpose, insofar as they do not obstruct or cause any issue that would be detrimental to achieving a safe, clean, tidy and fit for purpose facility

Inspections Internal (by the council) and external as required.

A photographic inventory of condition shall be completed by the SO in conjunction with the Contractor prior to any use of the office and facilities by the Contractor.

The Contractor is required to maintain the workspace and facilities provided by the council in a clean, tidy and fully operational condition.

Any equipment and/or facility damaged by the Contractor shall be repaired or replaced to the satisfaction of the SO at the Contractors cost.

The Council’s obligations:
The council shall provide to the Contractor fully functional equipment and a fit for purpose workspace at the commencement of the contract.

The council will maintain the fabric and fittings of the building in a fit for purpose condition for the duration of the contract.

The council will allow free access to the Contractor as required to fulfil their duties as contained within the specifications, subject to reasonable working hours.
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
